I am pleased to announce thai the
California State Assembly has passed
AB 1 by Assemblyman Art Agnos
{5-San Francisco). This measure,
which | co-authored, and was proud
to -vole for, oullaws job discriminatin
agpinst Gay men and Lesbians.

This bill assures that Gays in
Calfornia have the right to eamn a
living in an environment where
they are leagally protected from
disctimination. The measure spells
out in statue from 1he existing
antidiscrimination law which is
expounded in a Supreme Court
ruling. Thiz step is very important
because currently few Gays facing
job discomination are able to assert
their rights without costly and time
cansuming caurt suils.

This bill gives Gays the right to file
job discrimination cemplaints with
the State Deparatment of Fair
Employment and Housing rather
than pursuing civit suits through the
courts, However, it specifically
exempts religious and nonprolit
organizations from the proposed law.
The bill makes it illegal for an
employver ta fire, refuse to hire or fail
to promaote workers because of their
sexual orentation,

Surveys have shown that 50% of
all Gays suffer some kind  of
employmen! discrimination.
Assemblyman Agnos has worked [or
years 10 gel measures similar to this
passed by the State Legislature.
This bill marks the fourth time in the
last seven years he has proposed a
similar bill. He is to be praised for
his determination and diligence in
this regard.

This measure now - goes to the
State Sepate for consideration. We
cannot afford to allow discrimination
in our sociefy. To condone
discrimination against any group is to
encourage discrimination against
evaryone. We must not allow such
a signal to be sent. We must npake
our voices heard. a

Basile had been deeply involved in
the labar mavement and had helped
lead the successful ellorl to gain
endorsement of the American
Federation of State, County and
Municipal Employees for local, state
and federal Gay civil rights legislation.
He currently serves as Vice-President
of Gay Activists Allianceof D.C., and as
labor limison for both Gay Rights
National Lobby and National Gay Task
Farce. .

"HRCF was enormously successful
in 1982 and [ belive its impact can and
will be even greater in 1984, That effort
will not be easy, but with the help of our
unusually talented staff and board, !
expec! the Campaign Fund will achieve
its ambitious goals,” said Basile.

- The U.S. Conference of
Mayors {USCM) adopted the AIDS lobbying
agenda of the Gay Rights National Lobby {GRNL)
after GRNL presented it's A!DS concerns at the
Conferenca’s national convention here. - San
Francisco's Mavor, Dizanne Feinstein, who s Chair

-of the USCM’s Task Force on AIDS, invited Jerry

Weller, Co-Chair of GRNL'S Board of Directors;
Ginny Apuzzo, Executive Director of the National
Gay Task Force; Dr. Roger Enliw, Director of New
Yark City's Olfice of Gay and Lesbian Health
Concerns, and several other public health officials

lo testify about AIDS before the USCM's AlDS

Task Force.

In his testimany, Weller outlned GRNL’s {our
top prianties in lobbying Congress: (1) Secure
passage and presidential approval for the %12
rillion 1983 Supplementa! Appropriation for AIDS
research. {2) Secure adequate funding for 1984
AIDS research of at least $50 million. (3) Secure
passage of the Waxman/Kennedy Bills {HR 2713
and 51228}, which would establish a $30 million
[nteragency Public Health Emergency Fund from
which federal agencies could withdraw monesrto
guickly combat health crisis like AIDS, Toxic
Shock Syndrome or Legionaires Disease. {4)
Secure passage of the NIH Reauthorization Bills
{one of these bilis calls for the Natianal Institutes of
Heaith to establish expedited procedures for
funding research on pukli¢ health emergencies like
alDS.

Afier Weller’s testimony and an extensive -

question and answer period, the USCM's aAlDS
Task Force unanimously adopted all four of
GRNL's lobbying prierities.

Feinstein pledged that USCM labbyists and
mayors on the AIDS Task Force would mave
immediately fo begin lobbying on these issues.
“The U.5. Conlerence of Mayorsis a very powerful
organization, and 1 am very pleased that they have
taken such a supportive stand on AIDS research,”
said Steve Endean, GRNL's Executive Director.
“Their support is eritically important in our fight to
stap AIDS.”
